Watch and Media Organization is calling on the International Human Rights Organization and the
Islamic Emirate to enhance efforts to prevent and combat violence against women and girls. It is
essential to promote a culture of intolerance towards gender-based violence in every sector of
society.

There are numerous pressing issues contributing to violence, including food shortages,
unemployment, economic challenges, restrictions on women's employment, closures of
educational institutions, and the increasing severity of these sanctions. These conditions have
raised significant concerns regarding the safety and well-being of Afghan women and girls.

The consequences of violence against women and girls—whether sexual, psychological, or
physical—are alarming, as they hinder these individuals from fully participating in society. Human
Rights Watch and Media Organization emphasize that violence not only impacts the individuals
who experience it but also has detrimental effects on their families and the wider community.

We urge the Islamic Emirate, the international community, and non-governmental organizations
(NGOs) to take serious and decisive action to end violence against women and girls and to address

the dire situation faced by many in accordance with Islamic law.
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
